Course Description:  Dissection and identification of the musculoskeletal system as well as other major organ systems using human cadavers. To enhance BIO 205 (Human Anatomy).

Attendance:


· Your attendance in this class is vital to your learning; it is highly advised that you attend ALL classes.

· It is mandatory that students attend all examinations; failure to attend will result in a grade of 0. 

Cadavers and Equipment:  Two cadavers are provided for your learning experience, dissection tools are available in class.  

Dissection:  In order to make the best use of available lab time, the teaching assistants do advance dissections before each session. In general, BIO 206 will not be doing dissection. However, if you are interested in doing dissection, and exhibit professionalism, contact the professor to arrange for a dissection opportunity.

Teaching Assistants:  Teaching assistants (TA’s) will aid students in their learning, dissect cadavers, run open labs on weekends, may teach a portion of the lecture, and help with examinations. TA’s will help guide students and answer questions as best possible, but remember that they are students, too. Please ask the professor any unanswered question. 

Lab Exams:  Material covered on lab exams comes from what is discussed in class. A list of required structures will be provided. This list may be modified by the professor, and will be announced in class. Thus, it is very important that you attend class to know what will be on examinations. Five to ten percent of each lab exam will include questions from the previous unit.

Evaluation Criteria:  There will be a total of 4 exams including the final exam. Each is worth 100 points. There will NEVER be a make-up examination. You must attend ALL exams.  A quiz will cover the introductory material. If a test is missed, it must be under extreme circumstances and accompanied by an Emergency Room note or a letter from a funeral home for the day that you miss class only AND you must notify the professor that same day. The professor will never change the date of an exam. If the exam falls on a snow day, the exam will be postponed to the next class session.

Online Exercise:  On March 9, class will be held online. Your education should be a two-fold experience, learning the material of importance in your field as well as being aware of lifelong learning resources in the field. During this semester, you will spend a good deal of time with your books and notes. However, during the semester, as well as afterward, you may want to use resources that are more readily available or much easier to search for. This may include resources available online. The class will NOT meet in the lab the day of the online exercise. Students will go online any time during this week to complete this assignment. Although the assignment itself is not worth any points, not completing it will result in a loss of points.

Courtesy: Students who have registered for the course are fully entitled to a classroom setting that will allow them at all times to concentrate on and learn the material being presented. As you prepare for professional careers and in the lab, basic courtesy toward all is required. Some specifics: 

No talking during the lecture portion of the lab. Cell phones, pagers, and other such electronic devices must be turned off or put in the vibration mode. Tape recorders are allowed. If you miss some of the notes due to coming in late, or for any other reason, it is your responsibility as a student to get this information from your fellow students.  

Withdrawal:
See the Schedule of Classes for information and deadlines to withdraw from class. It is expected that students monitor their own progress to determine if is in their best interest to withdraw from the course and take it during a different semester.  

Incomplete Grade:

Please take great care in handling bones and models. Students will lose one point every time they use a marking pen or pencil to point at a structure. Use a probe, paper clip, wire or pipe cleaner instead.  

It is a privilege that we are able to have cadavers in this laboratory. At all times, students are required to treat the cadavers with respect. Students are required to sign the attached form concerning Michigan law and cadavers in order to participate in the laboratory. Visitors and photography are NOT allowed. Food and drink are not allowed in the lab.  Students are required to wash their hands and clean up before leaving the lab. All students are required to keep the lab in an orderly manner.
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
